RIDING REGULATIONS

Horse riding is allowed in the park whenever the Park is open, except during some special events.
Riding may take place only during Park opening hours, which are:

TIMES: High Season:
Saturday 23" March 2024 to Sunday 27" October 2024
10am - 7pm last admission 6pm (Knutsford vehicle gate locked at 6pm)
Low Season:
Monday 28" October 2024 to Friday 21% March 2025 (closed Mondays)
10am — 5pm last admission 4pm (Knutsford vehicle gate locked at 4pm)

o Riders may enter through Rostherne or Knutsford gates.
ENTRY: e Horse boxesltrailers may enter through the Knutsford gate only and should park in the
: adjacent car park (check dimensions of entrance arch prior to visit).

e  Parking only at Knutsford Car Park.

o Riders entering through Rostherne gate should proceed to the tree avenue on the left
(east) of the drive and keep to this avenue until they reach Knutsford Drive which they
should cross to reach the riding area.

e Riders entering through Knutsford gates should bear left (west) across the drive to

RIDING reach the riding area.

AREA: e The riding area extends to most of the land west of the drive (see map overleaf) but
riders must not ride or take horses up to or across the front of the Mansion. Horses
with carriage have discretionary use of the drives within areas of public access for
vehicles by prior arrangement.

e Horses should be ridden showing due consideration for all other Park users.

s Approved safety riding hat MUST be worn. ;

There is rough uneven ground with animal holes, marsh and low branches within the
whole riding area. Take great care.

No riding on the road or within 10 metres of the verges

SAFETY: o Horse jumping and galloping is prohibited _

o Be aware that events/activities in the Park (see free event leaflet) can affect riding.

o Blue-Green Algae is present in Tatton Park waters (see website).

e When the park is very wet we may not allow riding to go ahead.
